ASK MAC!

Our program planned to purchase 24 end items this FY based on projected contract costs.
Due to efficiency measures implemented by the contractor, and skilled negotiations on the part
of our contracting officer, the unit cost is lower than we originally budgeted (our budget
includes the quantity of 24 at the higher projected unit cost). Since we have realized a savings,
our program manageyr wants to purchase more end items, but I was always taught that we
can’t exceed the quantities in the budget. I do my best to follow policy and the PM’s request is
making me nervous. Can we exceed the quantity on our budget without getting in trouble?

Dear Nervous Nellie,

Within DoD, requests for future year funds are developed and evaluated in the Planning, Programming,
Budgeting and Execution (PPBE) process and, after many revisions and decisions, ultimately become part
of the President’s Budget, which is sent to Congress to evaluate. Congress passes the annual appropriation
bill that provides budget authority (funding) to operate for the next fiscal year. And once signed into law,
programs are to execute accordingly for dollars, quantity, and language. .

Because budget requests are projections into the future, it is necessary to budget today for what we
expect to pay in the future. The projections may not match the actual cost of the item. For this very
reason, Congress has given DoD some flexibility and authorization relative to the acquisition of some end
items. The head of an agency (read to include Services and Defense Agencies) making the purchase may
acquire a higher quantity of the end item than the quantity specified in the Appropriations Acts if the
following conditions are met:

(1) The agency has an established requirement for the end item that is expected to remain
substantially unchanged throughout the period of acquisition.

(2) It is possible to acquire the higher quantity of the end item without additional funding because
of production efficiencies or other cost reductions.

(3) The amount of the funds used for the acquisition of the higher quantity of the end item will not
exceed the amount provided under that law for the acquisition of the end item.

(4) The amount provided is sufficient to ensure that each unit of the end item acquired
within the higher quantity is fully funded as a complete end item.

For noncompetitive acquisitions, the acquisition of additional quantities is limited to not more
than 10 percent of the quantity approved in the justification and approval prepared. The head of the
defense agency must notify the congressional defense committees of a decision to buy more items than
specified in an Appropriations Act not later than 30 days after the date of such decision.
